Step 3 – Medical & Passport Information
Complete the Medical and passport information and the release of liability forms.

Team Agreement

Our intention with this team agreement is to encourage every applicant that desires to serve with Bear Creek Missions to have a love and passion to glorify God that comes from the heart (2 Corinthians 5:14-15). This agreement will simply clarify the standards we hold to from God’s Word that will enable a successful mission trip experience and ask for a commitment from team members to do the following:

1. “Whatever you do, do it enthusiastically, as something done for the Lord and not for men, knowing that you will receive the reward of an inheritance from the Lord. You serve the Lord Christ.” (Colossians 3:23-24) We trust that your first priority above all things, as a servant of the Lord, will be to please Him in all things.  This will mean that you agree to respond to all communications regarding your trip in a timely fashion, that you understand that all meeting attendance is mandatory, and that you will complete any required readings/studies/assignments.

2. “Let your light shine before men so that they may see your good works and give glory to your Father in heaven” (Matthew 5:16). Be above reproach in your actions and attitudes toward the team leaders, on-field missionaries or pastors, fellow team members, and people you meet on the trip. Everything you do first reflects on Christ and secondly on Bear Creek. Remember, your goal is to make God look good!

3. “Everyone must submit to governing authorities, for there is no authority except from God and those that exist are instituted by God “(Romans 13:1). Each participant will either be under the leadership of a church team leader and/or on-field missionary/pastor/organization. Accept and submit to their leadership role and authority and promise to abide by his or her decisions as they concern the mission trip. Attend all group meetings/devotion times as set by the leader and be ready to serve with your team as the leader determines.

4. “I have become all things to all people, so that I by all means, might save some” (I Corinthians 9:22). Make sure your outward appearance projects the image of Christ to the host culture. The on-field missionary or pastor organization will be able to help you determine what is appropriate. Respect the advice you are given concerning attire, eating, drinking and other cultural traditions to help you assimilate into the local community.

5. “Stay away from every kind of evil” (I Thessalonians 5:22). We ask all Bear Creek Mission participants to abstain from tobacco, drugs, alcoholic beverages, bars, nightclubs, etc. The same principle is to apply for housing situations with men and women: No person should have reason to be in a lodging room of a person of the opposite gender (except, of course, in the case of a married couple traveling together).

6. “Set your minds on what is above, not on what is on earth” (Colossians 3:2). Put aside distractions the enemy will   attempt to use to divert you from God’s purpose for the team/trip. Put away selfish desires/needs so you can remain flexible on the mission field, as things often change. Refrain from forming romantic relationships or attachments with team members or people you meet on a trip. Keep your focus on the eternal things in an attempt to keep unity with the team (Col. 3:12-15) for God’s purpose.

7. “Your speech should always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you should answer each person” (Colossians 4:6). Avoid getting into debates on topics of a sensitive nature with teammates, leaders or people you meet on the trip. When evangelizing you may encounter people who want to argue, try to keep on track with sharing the Gospel and avoid arguing. If they persist either refer them to speak with on-field missionary/pastor or discern from the Spirit that this may be a closed door. Keep all conversations clean and above reproach, and encouraging to those who hear.

I have read, understand and agree to the above Code of Conduct Agreement. I agree that in the event that my conduct is considered so unsatisfactory that it jeopardizes the success of the trip, and that mediation during the trip has failed to correct my behavior, that my services with the mission shall end and I shall return immediately at my own expense or be reassigned to tasks that remove me from the team.
